Content: Free speeches must be original, written by the contestant and not
previously recited elsewhere. The theme is open and to be selected by the
contestant. Personal experiences and anecdotes are welcomed and encouraged.
Time limit: The time limit is three minutes, and the contestants must speak for at
least two minutes. Points will be subtracted for speeches which are over or under
the time limit.

Notes: Contestants may use written materials or notes, but those who deliver their
speeches without them will be scored higher than those who rely on notes.
Evaluation Criteria: Free speeches will be judged on pronunciation, grammatical
ability, overall ability, content, delivery, creativity, enthusiasm, and
understanding.
